People have asked me to comment on the practice of using Holy Water  at church. 
 
 There is an old tradition of using Holy Water at the door of the church.  When we enter we take some Holy Wa-
ter with our hands to make the Sign of the Cross on our body to remind us of the day we were baptized and en-
tered into the church (God’s family on earth).  All those that have been baptized Catholic and Protestant are en-
couraged to use this Holy Water  each time they enter the church as a way to greet God as we come into his home.  
I admire the adults that bring children to church and take the time to introduce them to this custom.  It reminds 
each of us that we  have a spiritual home on earth where Our Lord is always present in the Tabernacle.  When we 
leave the church we repeat this custom of blessing ourselves with Holy Water.  When we are out in the world 
every day we can always flash back to our spiritual home and the presence of God to keep us strong as we face the 
problems of life.
