DearParishioners,

I hope you have a good Advent in preparation for Christmas. Enclosed is our Advent and Christmas
Mass and Confession schedule. The Parish Staff and T wish you a Merry Christmas and a Happy New
Year. You are in our thoughts and prayers and it is a pleasure to serve you.

As many of you know, we had a major renovation of our church in 2004. We are grateful to the
parishioners who did the planning, the work, and who donated toward the renovation. There were a
few items that were not included in the renovation and as we buy gifts for each other during this
Christmas Season, | would ask that you and | consider giving our parish two very special gifts:

#1 To replace the Church Heating and Air Conditioning System
#2 To replace the Church Organ

The present heating/air conditioning system was installed 48 years ago, in 1961, when the church was
built. Replacing the heating and air conditioning system and the organ will pretty much complete the
major renovations to our church.

#1 The present heating/air conditioning system is 48 years old and had a life expectancy of 25-
30 years, We have incurred major cxpenses to replace parts and repair leaks. We are constantly adding
freon. The bottom line is, the unit could go out at any time. The new system would keep the church at
the proper temperature and avoid being too hot or too cool. We would save the money we are now
spending on repairs and maintenance and the new unit would operate much more efficiently.

We have received three bids and have chosen to go with US Engineering, a well established,
local firm. I have discussed this matter with the Finance Council and Gene Meiners, our Parish
Administrator for several months. We are looking at this December through January to take out the old
and install the new.

#2 The present organ was donated by a parishioner 35 years ago. It was originally up in the
choir loft, and then brought to its present location when the church was renovated 6 years ago. We
have surpassed the life expectancy of the organ. Our organ has had several major repairs; it no longer
has a range of sound and capabilities. [ am sure from time to time you have noticed it misses notes or
has a clouded sound. Sometimes it is just too loud.

[ have discussed this with Gene Meiners, the Parish Administrator, and with Wally Drone and
Michael Kim, our organists. We all agree the organ needs to be replaced. We have investigated two
different types of organs, the Allen, which is what we have now, and the Johannes Organ. After
discussions with the Parish Administrator and the Finance Council we have decided to go with the
Johannes.

Two years ago | stood before you and explained the need for a new kitchen in the church basement.
The kitchen, like the heating/air conditioning was installed when the church was built. The cost of the
kitchen was $200,000 and you sacrificed a great deal to donate $201,000 to replace the kitchen. I'll
always be grateful to you for your donations to replace the kitchen. The kitchen serves the parish well
and will be there for many years 10 come.

In asking you for money at this time to replace the heating/air conditioning system and organ this
winter, | have bad news and good news. The cost of the heating/air conditioning system is $215,000.
The good news is that a lot of parishioners have been using their “Renew” and “Building Repair”
envelopes from their envelope packets. Over the years we have accumulated about $90,000 through
these envelopes. Therefore, instead of the total of $215,000, the total replacement cost will be
$125,000. With regard to the organ, the new organ will cost $95,000. The good news is that there is an
anonymous donor who will donate $50,000 toward a new organ if the parish can raise $45,000.

So instead of the heating/air conditioning and organ costing a total of $310,000, we can do both for
$170,000. The reason we would like to get the organ at this time, is that the donor needs a tax
deduction this calendar year (2009).

The Finance Council, Parish Administrator, and | are in agreement that for the above reasons we need
to move forward with these two projects. They will be completed by Easter 2010. These
improvements will serve us and future parishioners for years to come. | know you will join me in
thanking all of those who established the parish, built the buildings and repaired them through the ages.
This is our opportunity to do our part for ourselves and future parishioners. [ would not ask you to do
something that | myself would not do. | will be making a donation in memory of my mother and father.

What a wonderful gift to give the parish and one another this Christmas. Please use the enclosed card
as your guide. No amount is too big or too small; they all add up. Some of you may want to make a
donation before the end of the 2009 tax year. Please mail your donations to the rectory in the next two
or three months. Make your check payable to Queen of the Holy Rosary. | thank you for being here at
the parish and for all you do for Queen of the Holy Rosary. We will report donation totals in the
bulletin each week. Whenever I make these requests, I understand that some are unable to give as
much as they would like to because of our economic circumstances. However, | do appeal to all of us
to do as much as we can to achieve this goal.
